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Jejunal diverticula causing massive intestinal bleeding 
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Abstract 

Small bowel diverticula are rare formations and some are prone to complications such as lower 

gastrointestinal bleeding. We report the case of a patient with hemorrhagic shock following upper 

gastrointestinal bleeding. A 39-year-old patient was admitted to the unit for recurrent bleeding. The 

patient received transfusions and selective arteriography was performed which reported bleeding at 

the level of the ileocolic artery. Laparatomy was performed and blood was found at the entire colon 

and small intestine up to 40 cm of Treitz angle where multiple diverticula were visualized. Bowel 

resection was performed. Although duodeno-jejunal diverticula are rare, a special attention should 

be paid to this clinical entity as it can be a cause of recurrent upper gastrointestinal bleeding.  
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
